Students also spend time living in Paris experiencing the legendary sights. Activities are variably divided between 
Ambialet and Paris and will also include interaction with the Champollion campus of the University of Albi. 
Off-Campus Study Opportunities are also available in numerous countries with programs accredited by American 
Colleges and Universities.  Students can also enroll in overseas programs sponsored by the Cooperative Center 
for Study Abroad (CCSA), a consortium of which Saint Francis University is a member.  The University also hosts a 
Mexico, Canada and Italy study abroad experiences. 

 Students at Saint Francis University have the opportunity to create a Self-Designed Major.  A student may choose 
to combine courses from various academic disciplines in order to expand future career options and provide the 
student with a greater range of educational possibilities.  Students are encouraged to utilize both internships and 
independent study as they create their plans of study.

Pennsylvaniaôs Private Colleges Continue to 

Attract Out -of-state Students Ron Uroda is the Associationôs Vice President of Research. 

Fall is a time of great change in Pennsylvania. The weather turns cooler, trees lose their leaves, 

and tens of thousands of high school graduates begin their annual migration from states across the 
country to independent colleges and universities here in the Commonwealth.  According to recent data 
from the U.S. Department of Education, Pennsylvania ranks second in the nation (just slightly behind New 
York State) as a destination for students looking to attend a higher education institution outside of their 
home state. In 2008 over 31,000 young adults arrived in Pennsylvania from other states to enroll in a 
college or university. That number has steadily increased over the past twenty years reflecting 
the attractiveness of the stateôs higher education sector to out-of-state residents. Since 1988 the number 
of young adults migrating from other states to attend college or university in Pennsylvania has almost 
doubled from 16,667 individuals in 1988 to 31,710 in 2008. The great majority of out-state students 
coming to the Commonwealth are not drawn here to enroll in the stateôs public institutions but rather to 
attend one of Pennsylvaniaôs independent colleges or universities. In 2008, about 7 of every 10 out-state 
students travelling to Pennsylvania enrolled in an independent college or university. Over the past decade 
over 222,000 young adults traveled from across the country to Pennsylvania solely because of the stateôs 
independent higher education sector. The thousands of out-of-state students arriving in Pennsylvania 
communities each year play a significant role in both the state and regional economies. A truth well  
known to parents is that young adults attending college will spend significant sums of money on items 
beyond tuition, room and board, and books. College students purchase food and entertainment items, 
clothing, furniture, medical supplies, and personal items. The total spending by each freshman class of 
out-of-state students over their four year stay in Pennsylvania is estimated at $1 billion. This spending 
benefits local communities and supports hundreds of businesses across the Commonwealth, many of 
whom would not exist without this annual flow of dollars from outside Pennsylvania.
